A previous Monterey City Council 

directed its Planning Staff to prepare 

and present draft Design Guidelines 

for the Downtown and East Downtown 

areas.  Just over one year ago, the �rst 

public information sessions were con-

ducted.  Since that time there have been 

numerous information sessions, plus 

public hearings in front of the Architec-

tural Review Committee, the Planning 

Commission (2) and the City Council 

(3).  Representatives of MCPOA have 

attended all of these meetings, have cor-

responded with Planning Staff and met 

individually with Staff, ARC members, 

Planning Commissioners and Coun-

cil members. The thrust of MCPOA�s 

efforts has been to assure the economic 

feasibility of the Design Guidelines and 

thereby support and improve the Down-

town economy.

The Planning Commission, in particu-

lar, was receptive to our efforts.  ARC 

and Staff were receptive though not 

completely convinced.  The current 

City Council has the �nal say, of course, 

and their actions have been somewhat 

inconsistent.  We originally encouraged 

the City to consider 5 to 6 story build-

ings in the Downtown Core, with ap-

propriate design review and approval by 

the Council of individual projects of that 

scale.  

The Council seemed poised to order a 

study of the feasibility and visual im-

pacts of 4 story buildings, but reversed 

its course in the meeting of March 4, 

2008.  With Mayor Chuck Della Sala 

recusing himself, it now appears that 

there are not enough votes on the 

Council to approve of 4 stories.

The result of this would be a height 

limit of 3 stories � insuf�cient to make 

redevelopment feasible.  Thus, our 

Downtown will not bene�t from the 

things redevelopment would bring - re-

tail revitalization and increased housing 

opportunities - unless a future Council 

takes a more enlightened approach to 

City planning.  MCPOA will continue its 

efforts in that direction.  The upcoming 

election may bring change that provides 

a new opportunity.  MCPOA will be 

actively engaged on this issue in the 

coming months.
